REFLECTION

Entramos en la cuarta semana del tiempo de cuaresma,
y el evangelio de hoy nos presenta la sanacion del ciego
de Siloé.

La semana pasada la liturgia nos presento el agua que sacia
nuestra sed, que proviene solo de Cristo, El es la fuente
misma de la eterna gracia, y ahora vamos a ver que el Se-
for es también la Luz que nos permite ver con claridad. Je-
sus ensefia e invita a no emitir juicios temerarios, o juicios
de valor, pero para comprender el mensaje profundo de este
episodio del evangelio, nos remitiremos a las dos primeras
lecturas.

Samuel siendo un profeta tenia que ungir al nuevo rey de
Israel elegido por Dios, y equivocadamente lo primero que
hace es fijarse en el fisico de aquel quien segun sus
percepciones tenia que ser el “rey”, apuntando a Eliab hijo
de Jesé, aquel guerrero portentoso, fornido y aguerrido,
cumplia con todas las caracteristicas segun Samuel para
fungir el reinado; y Dios dira unas de las palabras mas bellas
que podremos encontrar en las sagradas escrituras, cuando
dice: “a ese(Eliab) lo he descartado, ustedes los hombres se
fijan en el exterior, mientras Yo, me fijo en el corazén. Y asi
sabemos todos que Dios eligio a David, siendo el mas
pequefio de los hijos de Jesé, e inofensivo pastor de
rebafos, para ser el rey del pueblo de Israel.

Que tremenda ensefianza nos da Dios con esta frase llena
de sabiduria y conocimiento porque Dios es omnisciente
todo lo sabe, nada semejante al hombre que en la mayoria
de los casos juzgamos mal, como Samuel, observando solo
las apariencias, en una sociedad donde el trato es segun
como “te veo,” y en un interés para obtener un beneficio,
faltando a la caridad. Un signo o sefial de una buena alma,
es siempre suponer la mejor intencién del projimo, no lo
peor.

En la segunda lectura San Pablo nos exhorta a
comportarnos como hijos de la luz, y no participar en las
obras de las tinieblas, el auténtico Cristiano debe no solo
evitar el mal, sino obrar bien sobre el mal, es decir no
podemos pretender ser hijos De Dios cuando conciliamos
con el mal. Es triste ver como varios “catolicos” promueven
males que hay en nuestra sociedad, como por ejemplo
apoyar el mal trato injusto a las familias migrantes, el apoyo
al aborto, el apoyo a la pena de muerte de los privados de la
libertad, el apoyo a la ideologia del género, y en fin muchas
otros males que se han disfrazado de “derecho justo”. El
mundo de hoy a invertido los valores, y lo que antes era
visto como <<vergonzoso>> hoy es considerado normal.

Queridos hermanos, para concluir esta reflexion,
regresemos al centro del evangelio, la sanacion de la
ceguera no es solo el milagro de sanar una enfermedad
corporal, sino mas un llamado para el bien espiritual, asi
podemos ver, caminar, y perseverar en el amor verdadero
de Cristo. Preguntémonos sin miedo, ;como esta nuestro
interior; ¢en tinieblas? O sen la luz de Cristo?; ¢En
quedarnos solo en lo superficial? O 4 en arder el corazén por
amor? ¢A quién queremos agradar?, jal mundo? O al
creador del mundo?

Que el Sefor en esta cuaresma nos conceda la gracia para
ver con claridad los designios y propésitos con la cual nos
ha llamado a ser, y que nos ayude a disponer el corazon
para querer hacer su santa voluntad. Amén.
